We are not the only ones who hear voices
from the enemy. There is also a voice of truth: the Spirit.

\oices:

This week we are wrapping up our series on voices. And we are going to be emphasizing the idea that our students
are not alone. They are not the only ones that hear the voices of the enemy. They are not the only ones that struggle
with the lies of the enemy. And the goal this week is to make sure our students understand that every time we
hear these voices, they are from the enemy. When we hear that “we’re no good enough, we’re not pretty
enough,” (etc.) it is all from the enemy. Also to close out the series we will be looking at the voice of the Spirit and
the role of the Spirit. The role is to speak truth and correction, counteracting the voice of the enemy.

Questions

1.)Of the voices that popped up on the screen today, which ones were you able to relate too? What about voices
that didn’t pop up on the screen that you can relate too?

2.)Are there any voices you hear and are unsure whether or not they are from the enemy? What are those
voices saying? (Leader, if it’s a lie from the enemy, help your student recognize this and encourage your
student.)

3.)Do you ever feel like you are the only person that hears the voices of the enemy? If so, why? What do the
voices say?

4.)How does it make you feel that you are not alone and the enemy speaks lies and whispers voices into the
minds of so many other people?

5.)Why do you think Satan speaks different lies to different people? Why are these lies and voices so
effective?

6.) What verses stuck out to you the most today?

7.)How does it make you feel that the Spirit is there to speak truth into your life?

8.)Do you think it is easier to hear the voice of the Spirit or the voice of the enemy? Why?

9.)What are some truths that you think the Spirit would speak against the lies of the enemy? What are some
truths that you hear the Spirit speaking specifically to you?

The Next Step

IO/X: Just because this is the last week of this series Voices doesn’t mean that this should be the last time we think

about the enemies voices. The enemies voice is always going to be there. Our students should continue to always be
on the look for the enemies voice Out students should always be alert to recognize when the enemy is trying to
speak a lie into their lives or when the enemy is trying to tempt them to take a path that will lead to regret.
Encourage your students to write down truths that counteract the voice of the enemy that they have been struggling
with. Encourage them to put those truths somewhere where they can see them everyday or to put them somewhere
so that they can refer back to them and be reminded of the voice of the Spirit whenever they are struggling with the
voices of the enemy. We will always be in a battle with the enemy and just because we aren’t doing a series about
him, doesn’t mean that Satan is going to take a break. Make sure your students know that.
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
