Voices:
The voice of temptation is the central topic for the message this week. We all know it well! And many of us have 
followed it into some major disappointments, disasters, and regrets. Yet, the voice remains because it is annoyingly 
effective! The goal this week is to help your students begin to open up about the temptations they face 
everyday. This may be a little awkward, maybe not, but either way this week has the potential to be extremely 
valuable! You want to make a comfortable environment for your students to open up about their temptations while 
making sure you relay the danger of listening to the voice of the enemy as he works to destroy our trust in God. 
Maybe there is one common temptation in your group? Focus on it. Whatever the case may be for your group, help 
them work through the difficulty of the situation in which they are tempted. It is crucial this week to practice with 
your students identifying the voice of the enemy. Many of your students may need someone to help them interpret 
the voices they hear day in and day out.

Questions
1.) After having some time to consider what we talked about last week, did you notice any areas that Satan was 

attacking you in that you may have never noticed before?
2.)What kind of voice were we talking about? (temptation/missing out) Is that voice familiar in your own life?
3.)Why is it so easy to trust the voice of the enemy when it comes to temptation?
4.)The younger son wrestled with the idea of missing out. This fear led him to make some pretty poor choices. 

What are the things you would say people your age- or you personally- don’t want to miss out on? You 
may feel you are missing out because you’re a Christian, or because your parents won’t let you, or you just 
haven’t had an opportunity yet. (If you have a place to write, you might even make a list for the students to 
see.)

5.)The parable says that when the younger son woke up in the pigpen, he came to his senses. Look at the list we 
made of things students are afraid to miss out o. If you choose to go after these things, what are some 
situations that would lead you to “come to your senses”?

6.)Do you relate to the feeling the younger son had when it came to missing out? The younger son ended up in a 
pigpen. Do you think he had consequences in mind when they followed the voices of temptation? In your 
own life, what difference would it make if you knew ahead of time how the story ends?

7.)Who in you life can help you when you are tempted to listen to the enemy and do something that might lead 
to regret?

8.)What do you think about the reality that when you trust the voice of the enemy, you are choosing to not trust 
in God?

The Next Step
IO/X: Ask your students to make a list or identify temptations that they are feeling thoroughout the week and have 

them try and identify whether or not it is God or the voice of the enemy trying to lead them astray. Emphasize the 
importance of begining to distinguish between God and the voice of the enemy. Which one are your students 
trusting?
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
