Fear:
We are constantly controlled by our fears. And some of these fears can be either  good or bad. But when it comes 
down to it, are we usually let the wrong fears control us. Constantly our students are being controlled by the fear of 
failure so they try to cheat the system, or they donÕt go after an opportunity. Some are controlled by the fear of 
rejection, so they are led to conform, they do whatever it is they need to do to be accepted by a group of friends, 
boyfriend or girlfriend. The list could go on forever. But these arenÕt the fears that should be controlling our students. 
The goal this week is to get our students to realize that so often they let the wrong fears control their 
actions and there is ultimately one fear that should control us, and that is the fear of God. We donÕt 
want our students to think of fearing God as the same thing as being afraid during a scary movie. We want our 
students to see the connection between fearing God and respecting God. Fear and respect go hand in hand and we 
want our students to see that connection. Because the fear of God leads us to respect Him,  love Him and ultimately 
leads us to do what is right.

The Next Step
IO/X: Help your students begin to see and recognize how they can start living their lives fearing the Lord. What does 
that look like for each of your students personally? The goal is for our students to not be controlled by the wrong 
fear and to start living in fear of God, thus respecting and loving God leading them to make right decisions. This is 
not something that will happen over night, this is something that will take time. It will be a process but a process that 
you and your student can walk through together. This idea of living in fear of God is not something that is always 
easily grasped. Use that to your advantage. Today can be the beginning of a really cool process you help your 
students walk through.
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
