Bottom Line: The Christmas Story is one that we participate in.

Neverending Story:

Last week we talked about how the Christmas story is one that still matters now and how it still has an
impact on us today. We mentioned how through the Christmas story, God was shouting volumes about his
character and the type of God he is to us today. This week we’re going to take it a step further as we talk
about how we are called to actively participate in the story.

The goal today is to get yours students to see the
call to participate in the Christmas story, and that when we do that we are participating in God’s vision for
the entire world- a vision that goes well beyond the Christmas season.

2.) What are some things God revealed about himself through the things that Jesus did?

3.) What do you think God’s purpose was behind sending Jesus to the earth?

4.) Do you think we ever down play the significance of the birth of Jesus because of how often we hear about it?
Why is that bad? Do you think sometime we focus so much on that and forget to look at the rest of the story
and what God was doing?

5.) After hearing the message today, what did we talk about today that showed how the Christmas is a
neverending story?

6.) What is the difference between observing the Christmas story and participating in it?

7.) When thinking about participating in the Christmas story, does that make the Christmas story more relevant
to the rest of the year instead of just December?

8.) . In our world today, what are some of the issues that people need delivering from? (Hunger, poverty, injustice,
sickness) What does this have to do with the Christmas story?

9.) In what ways can you, in your life specifically, choose to participate in the Christmas story? What does that
look like for you?
