Neverending Story:
This morning we are going to be looking at the Christmas  story in a way that will hopefully open up the 

eyes  of our students  to the significance of the birth of Jesus, not just 2000 years ago but today. This 

Christmas story is  a ‘neverending’ one because it still plays  a role in our lives  today and will continue to 

play a role in our lives  for the rest of eternity. When God sent Jesus  to the earth, Israel was  a struggling 

nation holding on and hoping that the Savior that was  promised would come. And when Jesus  came, God 

was  shouting to Israel that he always  keeps his  promises, that he is  a God of hope. With the same idea in 

mind, God is shouting something to each of us  with the Christmas story. The question we want our 

students to answer this morning is what is God shouting to you through the Christmas story? 

 

Questions
1.) Have you ever been in a position where you made an assumption about someone or something and it turned 

out to be totally not true? 
2.) What are some of  the details of  the Christmas story that you have grown up knowing? What are some new 

things about the story that you learned this week?
3.) How does knowing some of  the history behind the Christmas story change the way you normally view 

Christmas?
4.) Do you agree that the Christmas story is one that is “neverending?” Why or why not? Why is the Christmas 

story one that matters today? Why does it have significance today?
5.) God had told Israel, through a prophet, that Jesus would be called Immanuel, meaning “God with us.” Why 

was this good news for Israel? Why is that good news for us, 2,000 years later? Do you think we treat God 
being with us as good news or as words that are simply “Christmasy”? 

6.) How does knowing God’s promise of  being here with us from 2,000 years ago become a reality for you now? 
What are some situations where you currently need to know or feel like God is with you? (family drama, 
relationships, uncertainty about the future, etc.) 

7.) Because of  how familiar the Christmas story is to us, do you think it is easy to hear it as just another story? 
Why or why not? How does knowing God is with us change how you see the Christmas story?  

8.) What is it that you feel God shouting to you through the Christmas story this year?

The Next Step
IO/X: This week and through out the rest of the month, follow up with your students about what the Christmas 
story means to them this year. What is it shouting to them as they go back to school, their family, etc.
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
