This series we have been diving into different Godviews and how our perspective on God will change and effect the 
way that we think about God and will effect the way that we respond to God. A common tendency of so many, 
including us, is to think that we have got God all figured out. This week we are going to try and paint a picture of 
how BIG God really is. So often we live our lives with such a small picture of God. We carry around a picture of 
God that is much smaller than He really is. Our goal this week is to help our students grasp the idea that God is 
bigger and greater than we could ever imagine and because of his greatness we can trust him with all of the 
areas of our life. Because the reality is if we live with such a small picture of God, it will effect how much we trust 
Him, how much we worship him, how much we lean on him, and so many other areas of our spiritual life. We want 
our students to see that there is so much more to God than what we think we know and that He is so much bigger 
than we often make him out to be!

8.) What do you think about the verses, Isaiah 55:8-9, which says, ÒFor my thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are 

your ways my ways,” declares the Lord. “As the heavens are higher than the earth, so are my ways higher than your ways and 
my thoughts than your thoughts.”

IO/X: This week challenge your students to live this week with a bigger view of who God is and ask them to list out 
practical ways that they can begin to do that. Maybe itÕs trusting God with a friendship, family issues, school work, or 
anything else the student is struggling with. Maybe itÕs living with more conÞdence because they now know that God 
is on our side! Maybe itÕs admitting that there is so much more to know about God and they want to seek him to 
grow and learn more. This will be different for every student but challenge them to take and help them Þnd practical 
steps this week that symbolizes they are living for a huge, powerful, and all-knowing God that is on their side and 
loves them so much!
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
