5.)If there is an Enemy who is against all of us, why is it important for us to talk about him and be aware that
he exists?

6.)First Peter 5:8 says our Enemy prowls around us like a lion looking for someone to devour. When you hear
that, does it change your picture of the Enemy? What does that tell you about the one who is against us?

7.)How would you characterize our Enemy based on the talk? (He is our accuser. Our adversary. A slanderer.
One who plots against us. A lion who prowls around us.) How is this different from how you thought of
him before?

8.)How did this week leave you feeling about Satan, or the Enemy?

IO/X: Pay attention to the world this week. Look for evidence of the Enemy at work. If you get a chance, write down

some of the ways that you think the Enemy might be working to deceive people or lead to their destruction.
Challenge students to try to identify one area where the Enemy might be able to attack them.
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
